5. Remain in their 1st elective choice  throughout his/her attendance at
Dowling Middle School of Fine Arts.   _____________________________ (1st Choice)
6. Participate in required activities and functions of the Magnet Program including performances, competitions, rehearsals, training sessions in content area, and tutorials.

7. Be aware of and abide by all school policies as outlined in the Student Handbook and HISD Student Code of Conduct.
If the student fails to adhere to the expectations as outlined in this agreement, he/she will be placed on probationary status, and given a growth plan.  A designated time for evaluation of progress will be set.  The parent will be informed of the probationary status in writing.  The parent may request a conference with appropriate school personnel at any time to answer questions and concerns.

A review committee will determine if the student has met the requirements of the growth plan.  If it is determined that the requirements of the growth plan have not been met, the student will be required to exit the Magnet Program.  All students who exit the magnet program will return to their home school at the end of the year unless other alternatives are available which will be mutually agreed to by the schools involved, parents or guardians.

The Magnet Coordinator, Principals, and other school personnel such as the teacher or grade level counselor will be available for conference and assistance throughout the school year.
